ENTRY REGULATIONS of the V edition of the PLACÓWKA/INSTITUTION program
I Framework
1. The aim of the Program is the support of theatre development by creating financial and organizational opportunities 
2. The Program will support selected projects submitted by creators or creative groups (hereinafter referred to as “Creators”) of diverse status and character, operating in Poland.
3. The term “project” is understood to include proposals, covering all varieties of contemporary stage art, combining theatre and dance, visual arts, media, social activism, etc. 
4. The Institute intends to support, in particular, those projects which propose undertaking searches aimed at creating original and experimental artistic proposals, as well as those presenting original work methods aimed at discovering or creatively utilizing new forms of theatrical work, aesthetics and stage language.
5. The budget for the project is 100 000 gross PLN.
6. The Institute excludes the possibility of so-called co-production of the Creators with other institutions during their participation in the program and their work on the project.
II Conduct
7. Projects accepted to the Program are to be submitted in the form of Application (ANNEX 2 to the ENTRY_REGULATIONS), but it is possible to supplement them with video or audio materials, multimedia presentations, etc. The institute will not return the submitted Applications.
8. Program recruitment has two stages:
a) Stage 1: the submitted applications are formally checked by the coordinator and evaluated by the Commission, which apart from the coordinator includes the director of the Institute and the managers of the program departments – at least three projects are to be qualified for Stage 2;
c) Stage 2: the Commission holds interviews with the selected Creators, after that the Commission selects the creator or the creative group and invites them to cooperation.
9. Application submission lasts until June 30, 2019 (applications should be sent to jbiernacka@instytut-teatralny.pl).
10. The results of Stage 1 are announced until October 15; Stage 2 takes place in the first half of November, and its results are announced by the end of November. 

11. One project is selected in each edition of the Program; in special cases it is possible to select a larger number of projects. The Institute reserves the right not to choose any proposal in a given edition of the Program. The Institute reserves the right to divide the amount of 100,000 gross PLN in a manner enabling the implementation of a selected project or projects. The decision of the Commission in assessing the applications is irrefutable and offers no recourse to appeal.
12. The duration of the project depends on its requirements and capabilities of the Institute. The project must be implemented, presented and settled from January to December of the next calendar year. Projects implemented as part of the program are to be presented at the Institute, in a manner agreed with the implementers. 
13. All issues related to the detailed implementation rules, in particular the financing of the selected project, Institute’s room availability, numbers and dates of the presentations of the projects will be determined in the relevant Agreement, with the reservation that after Program’s completion, the Creators will be entitled to full copyright to their project. 
14. Submission of the application to the Program is tantamount to acceptance of the terms and conditions of its regulations.
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
